on hand; and, final payment is approved.

Financially Closed Out - Project is 100% complete and closeout approval is confirmed by the Fiscal Analyst.

Pending PM Assignment - Project is awaiting completion of the formal PM assignment process.

Cancelled - Projects in this category have been officially cancelled with requisite governing bodies/approving agencies.

On Hold - Projects in this category are On Hold until resolution to budget or scope constraints is identified and supplemental funding or formal cancellation is fully approved.
