Full replacement of the existing 344,875 SF and 2,477
student Suitland High School Campus consisting of
Comprehensive High School (CHS), Center for Visual
and Performing (CVPA) Arts and Career Technical
Education (CTE). The proposed design is 389,108 sf

with a capacity of 1,500 comprehensive and 500

CVPA students. The new facility will be one new
facility with the comprehensive and the CVPA school
programs only. The CTE programs will be relocated to
Crossland High School for school year 2022 - 2023,
which will be designated as the new southern

comprehensive CTE school for the county.
