Receive a copy of the translated IEP document in your native Within 30 days of the formal request 
language 

The team must develop an IEP Within 30 days from when the initial eligibility evaluation meeting 
occurred 

The IEP team must complete an initial evaluation Within 60 days from the date of parental consent 

The IEP team must conduct an annual review which includes the At least once per year 
discussion and determination for Extended School Year (ESY)
